• One letter of recommendation from a faculty member  
 
• A current CV including the following information: educational background, major(s) or field of     
study, related experience in collections or museum, familiarity with computer programs and 
computer skills (Word, Excel, databases, scanning), computer systems (Mac or PC or both), 
mannequin dressing, packing/storing textile and/or costumes, photography, etc…   
 
• Copy of academic transcripts (must maintain a 3.0 GPA)  
 
• 300-word essay explaining your goals within the field and why you would like this internship
