While American soldiers were overseas fighting in the Second World War, women were encouraged
to do their part to bolster moral by keeping up their appearances. This desire to lift spirits and

maintain a sense of normalcy was challenged by wartime difficulties, such as material rationing

and the closing of Parisian fashi  on houses. What
could have been a lackluster period of American

fashion design actually became a time of patriotic
ingenuity during which American designers

experienced a creative surge.

Showcasing over 35 fully accessorized fashion

ensembles from the 1940s, In the Mood looks at

design and life on the American home front and the

important role women and fashion design played in

the victories of WWII. Undertaking new roles and new

uniforms in the workforce American women played a

significant partinthe war wi nning o0arsenal
democracy. 0 From victory sui-t
dresses, tailored military uniforms affected fashion

both in emulation of and in counterbalance to these

new roles. Hollywood movies presented a glamorized

version of the war and  were influential in setting style

and morale.

Highlights include works by Adrian, Irene, Claire

McCardell and Howard Greer along with original

military uniforms including Ma
t he WAVES, ORosi e the Rivetero
inventive dres ses and negligees made from

repurposed parachutes.
